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HC can decideon Raj |
MLA disqualification
issue, says apex court

New Delhi, July 23

IN A SETBACK to the Con-
gress party, the Supreme
Court on Thursday refused to
stop the Rajasthan High
Court from pronouncing its
decision on Friday on a peti-
tion by 19 rebel MLAs led by
sacked deputy chief minister
Sachin Pilot against the
Speaker’s disqualification
notices given to them for de-
fying the party.

A Bench led by Justice
Arun Mishra while refusing
to stay the HC proceedings,
however, said that the HC’s
decision will be subject to the
final orders of the apex court.
It also questioned as to why
the Speaker,a neutral person,
should approach the court at
all.“Tt is the matter of just one
day. Why can’t you wait,” the
judges said.

“Can a person elected by
people not express his dis-
sent? Assume a leader haslost
the faith of persons.While re-
maining in the party they
cannot be disqualified. Then
this will become a tool and no
one can raise their voice. The
voice of dissent cannot be
suppressed. In a democracy,
can somebody be shut down
like this?” Justice Arun Misha
told senior counsel Kapil
Sibal, who appeared for the
Rajasthan Assembly Speaker
CPJoshi.

Posting the matter for fur-
ther hearing on Monday, the
judges said, “We will only hear
the question whether the court
can interfere with the Speaker’s
proceedings or not. We will not
go into whether the Speaker
acted malafide orbona fide.We
cannot go into that”

Joshi had on Wednesday
moved the top court against
the HC’s order that restrained
him till July 24 from deciding
the disqualification notices

he had issued to the group of
19 rebel MLAs led by Pilot.
The HC had also restrained
the Speaker from conducting
disqualification proceedings
against the dissidents.

Sibal argued that the pre-
siding officer’s right to call
and conduct the disqualifica-
tion proceeding cannot be
meddled with by the court; at
most the speaker can be
asked to rule upon the pro-
ceedings within a time frame.

He said the issue as to
whether the disqualification
process is permissible or not
cannot be taken note of by

the court at this stage.
“Our grievance is purely
constitutional and there
cannot be any order till
decision is taken by the
Speaker,” he argued,
adding that courts could
only intervene when the
Speaker takes a decision
to suspend or disqualify
a member of the House.

The Pilot camp, rep-
resented by senior coun-
sel Harish Salve, argued
that if a group of MLAs
“raise  their voices
against style of func-
tioning of the Chief Min-
ister, that is not defec-
tion.”

“Defection is when
you leave Party A and
joint Party B. Protesting
against the party while

staying within the party can-
not be regarded as giving up
party membership,” the se-
nior lawyer said, adding that
“intra-party dissent however
shrill it may be, until the mo-
ment it goes to the extent of
supporting another party,
cannot be a ground to even
start disqualification pro-
ceedings under Tenth sched-
ule of the Constitution.”

He further said that the
party whip applied onlywhen
the Assembly is in session and
issuing such a notice is a vio-
lation of their freedom of ex-
pression. The Speaker had
served disqualification no-
tices to 19 rebel MLAs includ-
ing Sachin Pilot for “anti-
party activities” after they
skipped two meetings of
Congress MLAs.The Congress
party had complained and
had accused the rebel law-
maker of trying to topple the
Ashok Gehlot government.
Pilot was also sacked as
deputy chief minister and the
president of the state unit of
the party after he rebelled
against Gehlot.

INDIAN OIL REFINERS are
set for a busy few weeks as
some companies take ad-
vantage of weaker fuel de-
mand to work on their
plants, with about a fifth of
the nation’s processing ca-
pacity set to be halted.

Top refiners such as In-
dian Oil and Reliance Indus-
tries are poised to shut some
units for several weeks,while
Bharat Petroleum is cur-
rently conducting mainte-
nance on one plant and
planning a separate shut-
down in August,according
to company executives and
filings. Closures are esti-
mated to affect about 50
million tons of the nation’s
annual

refining capacity.

“While the rainy season
may not be the best time for
maintenance work, the de-
mand disruption because of
Covid-19 gives the opportu-
nity to do it now,”said R. Ra-
machandran, director of re-
fineries at Bharat
Petroleum. “Shutdowns will
ease product inventories at
least in the short run.” Stock-
piles of fuels from gasoline
to diesel have stayed stub-
bornly high in India as the
rapid spread of coronavirus
pummels the economy of
one of the world’s most

populous countries.

While refiners were
quick to ramp up their run
rates after thelifting of crip-
pling lockdowns, they are
now facing what could be

financi“ epn.. in

the country’s deepest reces-
sion ever and a slide
in consumption.

At the peak of India’s de-

mand destruction, the
world’s fastest-growing oil
market saw the consump-
tion of transportation and
industrial fuels plunge by as
much as 70%. This led to a
build-up in fuel inventories
that subsequently forced re-
finers to cut back on imports
and crude processing, also
known as throughput.

Now, despite the easing
of curbs and a push from the
government to reopen its
economy, the demand situ-
ation continues to remain
tepid as the virus spreads
unabated, prompting citi-
zens to stay home and away
from crowded areas to
avoidinfection.

In the first half of July,
sales of gasoline and diesel
— typically the two most-
sold fuels and proxies for the
nation’s economic health —
fell for the first time since
the national lockdown was
eased in May, according to
preliminary data from offi-
cials at the three state-
owned fuel retailers control-
ling 90% of the market.

Indian Oil will shut its
coastal refinery at Paradip
from July 25 to August 8,ac-
cording to a company
spokesperson.The plant has
an annual refining capacity
of 15 million tons.

Reliance will close half of
its mega 35.2-million-ton-
per-year plant for as long as
four weeks at the end of this
month,according toafiling.
