‘India may see limited impact’

Many in India
expect the Trump
admin to issue less
number of visas
due to growing
unemployment in
the US, says official

BANIKINKAR PATTANAYAK
New Delhi, June 23

THE US MOVE to suspend the
issuance of new non-immi-
grant visas, especially for
skilled professionals, until De-
cember 31 will likely have lim-
ited impact on India, an offi-
cial source told FE. But the
government will initiate all
possible steps to ensure that
the visa system gets reinstated

and the mobility of Indian pro-
fessionals across the world
doesn’t get hampered, he said.

The US issues around
85,000 H-1B visas for skilled
workers everyyear, of which In-
dians — mainlyIT professionals
— get an average of about
60,000, or roughly 70% of all
such permits. Since the current
restriction is for six months, the
number of applicants for visas
that could be hitin the best case
would be 30,000.

However, because of a grow-
ing local unemployment and a
likely massive GDP contraction

in the US in the wake of the
Covid-19 outbreak, many in In-
dia were, in any case, expecting
the Trump administration to is-
sue only about 5,000-10,000
visas, the official source said. So
the Presidential proclamation
would hit the prospect of those
many visas. Moreover, the move
doesn’t alter the fate of the
3,00,000 H1-Bvisaholders from
India alreadyworking there.

However, if the US extends
the period of suspension and
retains the curbs for a much
longer period even when its
economy rebounds, Indian in-
dustry — especially IT — will be
hit,analysts say.

19 lakh MSMEs benefitted
from I3-lakh-crore scheme

New Delhi, June 23

The finance ministry on Tues-
day said the loans being ex-
tended to MSMEs under the
X3-lakh-crore  Emergency
Credit Line Guarantee Scheme
(ECLGS) have helped as many as
19 lakh businesses resume op-
erations after lockdown curbs
were eased, barely three weeks
into its implementation.

It also said Sidbi has sanc-
tioned over 10,220 crore to
NBFCs, micro-finance instituti-
tons (MFIs) and banks for lend-
ing to small businesses and the
National Housing Bank (NHB)
has sanctioned its 10,000 crore
to housing finance companies
under RBI’s special liquidity fa-
cilityannounced recently.

This refinance by Sidbi &

NHB, the ministry says, is in ad-
dition to ongoing schemes
through which over 330,000
crore has been sanctioned.
NBFCs & MFIs are being further
helped under an Extended Par-
tial Guarantee Scheme where
approvals have crossed 5,500
crore. Transactions for another
X5,000 crore are under process
while certain otherdealsare cur-
rently under negotiation, the
ministrysaidinastatement. RBI
hadinApril declared a special re-
finance facility of ¥50,000 crore
for financial institutions.Of this,
Sidbi was allocated ¥15,000
crore foron-lending or refinanc-
ingand NHB 10,000 crore.
Similarly, banks have sanc-
tioned working capitalloans of
over 379,000 crore as of June
20 under the ECLGS. Of this,
more than ¥35,000 crore has

been disbursed, the ministry
said.

The scheme, under which
the government offers full
guarantee on up to 20% addi-
tional and collateral-free
working capital loans, was
rolled out from June 1 to
soften the blow to MSMEs bat-
tered by the Covid-19 out-
break.

Bankers say disbursement
is picking up, as the lockdown
curbs on the resumption of
businesses have been eased
substantially over the past
three weeks.

The scheme was a major
part of the government’s 321-
lakh-crore relief package an-
nounced last months to help
individuals and businesses
tide over the impact of the
pandemic.
